“The Tundra Drums” is an exhibit on display at the Alaska Native Heritage Center through
September 10, 2010. The exhibit consists of photographs and documents preserved during the
federal government’s commercial sealing program from 1868 to 1984. The exhibit opened on
August 12, 2009 and was attended by approximately 60 people, many of whom were Aleuts.

Mr. Bruce Parham, the Pacific Alaska Regional Director of the National Archives and Records
Administration (NARA), explained the agency’s Pribilof Islands program. “Because some
documents relate to individual Aleuts who worked on the commercial seal harvest, they have
become invaluable for protecting the rights and interests of these individuals.”

St. George Tanaq contributed a significant amount of historical photographs and information to
the NARA and we also helped organize the reception for the opening of the exhibit.

We encourage our shareholders to view the exhibit at the Heritage Center and will reserve a
portion of our newsletter to record thoughts and memories evoked by the exhibit.

Letter from the President/CEO

Dear Shareholders,

There is a saying that change is inevitable and so it is with the management of St. George Tanagq.
James Dunn stepped out of the position as Chief Executive Officer for Tanaq in September. The
Board asked me if I would step into the position and I accepted. I am humbled by the trust they
have put in my ability to lead Tanaq and its growing subsidiaries, and at the same time [ am
energized by the challenges ahead.

I have a lot to learn about you and the Island, but I can assure you that I will be a strong leader for
the business and we will grow. The current plan is to provide the board with monthly reports and
then to meet quarterly to review progress and resolve issues. I also would like to develop a
strategic plan for St. George Tanaq some time in early 2010.

My mission is to improve our collective economic well-being and subscribe to our core values of
integrity, high ethical standards, respect for the Aleut culture, hard work and competency. I want
to see St. George Tanaq become a profitable village corporation that creates new jobs and
opportunities for you.

This newsletter will be issued quarterly and in this column I will provide you with updates
regarding Tanaq and its subsidiaries. This month we will close on the acquisition of a small
business that provides energy management services to commercial and industrial clients. This
business will complement St. George Chadux’s current energy work and allow us to pursue
opportunities with agencies other than the military. We also will submit the small business 8(a)
application for the new subsidiary in mid-November. I anticipate that the approval process for the
8(a) certification will take about nine months.

Dowland Construction is on the Island to build the fish plant and is currently leasing the housing
space in the annex. We also have decided to maintain the first and second floors of the hotel for
the winter season to accommodate other visitors to the Island.
