Instructions for Gifting Shares

You may gift your shares to your child, grandchild, great-grandchild, niece or nephew.  Or if the holder of shares has reached the age of majority as defined by the laws of the State of Alaska, he or she may gift to a brother or sister.

2.
The person receiving your shares must be a Native or a descendant of a Native.  A descendant of a Native is someone who descended from a Native or is adopted by a Native.


EXAMPLE:  You are a descendant of a Native even if only one of your great, great grandmothers was one-quarter Native.

3.
You may gift all your shares, or a portion of your shares.  If you own shares in both a village corporation and a regional corporation, you may give village shares to one individual and regional shares to another individual.

4.
If you gift shares to a minor (an individual under the age of 18 years), we must name a custodian to manage those shares.  If necessary, we will forward the appropriate documents upon receipt of the executed Affidavit for Gifting Shares.

5.
You must sign and date the Affidavit for Gifting Shares in the presence of a Notary Public.

6.
You must sign and date the completed Stockholder Identification 
for Gifting Shares.

7.
Return the completed and signed documents to St. George Tanaq Corporation in the envelope provided.
